Toni Able serves as the chair of the Greenwood County Census 2010 Complete
County Committee along with several individuals who will be volunteering their
time; Rickie Patterson, Vice-Chair; Jonathan Graves, Public Relations; Tora Speach,
Secretary. There are an additional 20 members that make up the committee four of
which include Belle Kennette, Thessa Smith, Phil Lindler and Edith Childs. Ms.
Able asked each Council member to appoint a representative for their districts. The
next meeting is scheduled for 9:30 a.m.
