II.   APPROVAL OF THE April 27, 2010 MINUTES
Kim Clark called for a motion.  William Booker made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Myrtle Rush and the motion was carried unanimously.

IV.   NEW BUSINESS 

A. Request number R-10-06-01 (City Ward 1) by Rick Leary.  The request is to rezone 0.93 acres of property located at 1305 Phoenix Street, G-Pin number is 6855-211-530. The request is to rezone from R7 (Residential High-Density) to IP (Institutional Professional).

Chris Hudson gave the staff overview as follows:

This is a request to rezone one parcel of land totaling .93 acres located at 1305 Phoenix St. from R-7 (High Density Residential) to IP (Institutional Professional). Surrounding zoning is R-7 (High Density Residential) to the north, south and east, and GC (General Commercial) to the west. Surrounding land use includes residential to the north and east, commercial to the west, and vacant commercial to the south.

The Comprehensive Plan denotes this parcel as Mixed Use Development within the Greenwood Urbanized Area. This development type is characterized as a mixture of allowed uses with standards established to minimize impacts between differing land uses. Residential structures are allowed along with small-scale commercial businesses and office and professional services. Densities within this land use category shall not exceed the ten dwelling units per acre density of the high density residential category.
      Kim Clark opened the public hearing.

      No one spoke in favor of or in opposition to the request.

      Kim Clark closed the public hearing.

      Staff Recommendation:  Recommends approval of the request.
      Zoning Committee:  Recommends approval of the request to rezone the parcel from R7 (High Density   

      Residential) to IP (Institutional Professional).
     Kim Clark asked were there any questions or concerns.  There were no questions or concerns.
      Kim Clark called for a motion.  Curtis Coffey made a motion to approve the request, seconded    

      by William Booker and the motion carried unanimously. 
B.  Request number R-10-06-02 by Greenwood County Council.  An ordinance to amend the  
 Greenwood County Zoning Map to change the classification of certain properties from   

 Rural Development District (RDD) to Waterfront Development (WD).    

Phil Lindler gave the staff overview as follows:

      This is a request to rezone 60 parcels of land totaling 57.1 acres located at various addresses on Quail 

      Rd., Beach Dr., Knox Anne Dr., Kasey Ln., Chad Dr., Lost Lure, and Panorama Ct. from RDD (Rural 

      Development District) to WD (Waterfront Development). Surrounding zoning is RDD (Rural Development 

      District) to the south, east, and west, while Lake Greenwood borders on the north. Surrounding land use 

      includes residential, commercial and vacant tracts to the south, as well as vacant parcels to the east and   

      west.

     The Comprehensive Plan shows these parcels as Waterfront Development. The Waterfront Development 

      District encourages single family and multiple family residential uses, minor commercial uses supportive of 

      the waterfront, recreational uses, retirement facilities, and public uses. Population densities in this area of  

      the county should approach three persons per acre. Minimum lot sizes in this land use category must not   

      be less than ¾ acre or 32,670 square feet.

      Kim Clark stated that there will be no public hearing.

      Staff Recommendation:  Recommends approval of the request to rezone to WD.

      Zoning Committee:  The zoning subcommittee recommends approval of a change in zoning designation   

      from RDD (Rural Development District) to WD (Waterfront Development).
      Kim Clark asked were there any questions or concerns.  

      Kim Clark asked why is this request submitted by County Council and why not a Public Hearing?”  
      Normally the Planning Commission hears the request and makes a recommendation and then forwards it 
      to City or County Council.   Mr. Lindler replied that this was a request submitted by Greenwood County   

      Council.  The Administration and Finance Committee of County Council decided that the Planning    

      Commission will no longer hold a public hearing on items that are initiated by County Council.  County   

      Council will continue to hold their public hearing on the second reading.  Requests initiated by staff, the  

      commission, or the property owner will continue with a public hearing before the Planning Commission and 
      one before County Council.  
     Mr. Lindler stated that on June 1, County Council had its own public hearing on the ordinance and no one 

     spoke at the meeting.  Kim Clark stated that the reason could have been that County Council 

     advertisement was vague and did not actually site the location of the properties in question.  Kim Clark 
     stated that County Council did not say what properties were going to be rezoned so no one knew what was 
     going on.  Kim Clark stated that “How are we going to make effective decisions”.  Kim Clark and other 

     members on the Planning Commission agreed and felt that they did not feel comfortable in making a 
     decision without hearing from the public first.  
     Mr. Lindler stated that the normal protocol is to advertise in the form of a legal ad, post signs, and send out 
     letters to the applicant(s) and adjacent owners.  The Planning Department tries to be specific.  Mr. Lindler 
     stated that the requests by County Council will be handled by them.  In trying to rezone a large area, it is 
     difficult and expensive to identify all properties.  The Planning Commission does send out notifications to 
     individuals.  Mr. Lindler also stated that if we do not have a public hearing, the members may feel nervous 

     about making a decision.  If the Planning Commission has not taken action on an issue in 60 days after 

     being notified, County Council can go ahead and proceed with its decision.
     Shelia Reynolds asked, “Can the Planning Commission ask for a public hearing?’  Mr. Lindler stated that 
     they could ask.  The Planning Commission felt uncomfortable with the decision that was placed on them 

     without hearing comments from the public.  More information should have been provided to hear 

     oppositions from both sides.  
      Kim Clark called for a motion.   Jason Dunton made a motion to table the request, seconded by 
      Donna Wells and the motion carried unanimously.
